    You may have noticed your library was 
closed on Friday, April 7.  Why was that?  
Twice annually the Umatilla County Special 
Library District (UCSLD) hosts an In-Service 
training for staff from the 12 public libraries in 
Umatilla County.  This springõs in-service took 
place in Echo on April 7th and covered a vari-
ety of topics. 
   MaryKay Dahlgreen, State Librarian of Or-
egon, opened the day discussing Oregon Li-
braries: Now and In the Future. She reviewed 
services at the State Library.  òThe State Li-
brary provides leadership and resources,ó she 
said, òto continue growing vibrant library ser-
vices for Oregonians with print disabilities, the 
Legislature and state government, and all Or-
egonians through local libraries.ó  She also 
noted the State Library does ònot function as a 
public library although the public has limited 
access to our collections, we also provide ac-
cess to federal and state government publica-
tions.ó 
   She continued with talking about the modern 
realities of libraries in Oregon.  Libraries are 
faced with the modern realities of aligning 

 
services to 
community 
needs, culti-
vating leader-
ship, provid-
ing access in 
all formats, 
and creating 
long term 
sustainability.  
She closed 
with looking a 
bit about the 
future of Ore-
gon libraries.  Do any of us know what the future 
is?  No, but that doesnõt mean we shouldnõt still 
continue to provide the services that we are able 
to that are needed and/or critical in our communi-
ties.

   Students:  Under this topic age 
appropriate information for 
kindergarten through college 
students is offered.  Young students have access 
to Kids InfoBit and National Geographic Kids.  
Middle school, high school, and college students 
can also use other links to reference materials 
presented in context. 

   Business Resources:  In this 
topic, you will find information 
for small businesses, a collection 

of business and industry periodicals, academic 
journals and magazines focusing on theoretical 
topics in economics. There is also information on 
global business trends and reports available as 
well.
